Testing acids and bases
Purpose


A common vegetable whose color responds to acids and bases is red cabbage you will use the cabbage to test acid and bases, and investigate the color it changes.
Procedure
1. Cut up about one cup of red cabbage.

2. Put cabbage in 2 cups of water.

3. Boil the solution on a Bunsen burner

4. Strain cabbage pieces out, keep the juice

5. Now your cabbage indicator is ready to mix with any safe liquids you want to test. Test vinegar and baking soda and notice the color it changes.

Analyses













1. Was vinegar a acid or base? Was baking soda a acid or base?

2. What color is vinegar, and what number was it on the PH scale?

3. The same with baking soda.

4. What is the PH of ammonia.

5. Now test other liquids and see which are acids and bases.
